Each evening two chaperones spend the night providing a safe place to sleep. With 
All Saints helping hands, these families are supported through this crucial time in a 
loving community of faith. Many of our volunteers have expressed what an 
awesome and rewarding feeling they have after spending time with these families 
who are in true need of our fellowship.
