A Reading from Isaiah 42:5-12

people upon it and spirit to those who walk in it: I am the Lord, I have called 



you in righteousness, I have taken you by the hand and kept you; I have given 
you as a covenant to the people, a light to the nations, to open the eyes that 
are blind, to bring out the prisoners from the dungeon, from the prison those 
who sit in darkness. 
I am the Lord, that is my name; my glory I give to no other, nor my praise to 
idols. See, the former things have come to pass, and new things I now 
declare; before they spring forth, I tell you of them. Sing to the Lord a new 
song, his praise from the end of the earth! 
Let the sea roar and all that fills it, the coastlands and their inhabitants. 
Let the desert and its towns lift up their voice, the villages that Kedar inhabits; 
let the inhabitants of Sela sing for joy, let them shout from the tops of the 
mountains. Let them give glory to the Lord, and declare his praise in the 
coastlands.

The Song of Mary Magnificat  
My soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord,  
my spirit rejoices in God my Savior; *  
for he has looked with favor on his lowly servant. From this day all 
generations will call me blessed: *  
the Almighty has done great things for me, and holy is his Name.  
He has mercy on those who fear him *  
in every generation. He has shown the strength of his arm, *  
he has scattered the proud in their conceit.  
He has cast down the mighty from their thrones, *  
and has lifted up the lowly. He has filled the hungry with good things, * 
and the rich he has sent away empty.  
He has come to the help of his servant Israel, *  
for he has remembered his promise of mercy,  
The promise he made to our fathers, *  
to Abraham and his children for ever.

A Reading from Acts 11:19-30;13:1-3 

Those who were scattered because of the persecution that took place over 
Stephen traveled as far as Phoenicia, Cyprus, and Antioch, and they spoke 
the word to no one except Jews. But among them were some men of Cyprus 
and Cyrene who, on coming to Antioch, spoke to the Hellenists also, 



proclaiming the Lord Jesus. The hand of the Lord was with them, and a great 
number became believers and turned to the Lord. News of this came to the 
ears of the church in Jerusalem, and they sent Barnabas to Antioch. When he 
came and saw the grace of God, he rejoiced, and he exhorted them all to 
remain faithful to the Lord with steadfast devotion; for he was a good man, full 
of the Holy Spirit and of faith. And a great many people were brought to the 
Lord. Then Barnabas went to Tarsus to look for Saul, and when he had found 
him, he brought him to Antioch. So it was that for an entire year they met with 
the church and taught a great many people, and it was in Antioch that the 
disciples were first called “Christians.” At that time prophets came down 
from Jerusalem to Antioch. One of them named Agabus stood up and 
predicted by the Spirit that there would be a severe famine over all the world; 
and this took place during the reign of Claudius. The disciples determined 
that according to their ability, each would send relief to the believers living in 
Judea; this they did, sending it to the elders by Barnabas and Saul. Now in the 
church at Antioch there were prophets and teachers: Barnabas, Simeon who 
was called Niger, Lucius of Cyrene, Manaen a member of the court of Herod 
the ruler, and Saul. While they were worshiping the Lord and fasting, the Holy 
Spirit said, “Set apart for me Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have 
called them.” Then after fasting and praying they laid their hands on them and 
sent them off.

The Song of Simeon  Nunc dimittis  
Lord, you now have set your servant free * to go in peace as you have 
promised; For these eyes of mine have seen the Savior, *  
whom you have prepared for all the world to see:

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit: *  
as it was in the beginning, is now, and will be for ever. Amen. 
 
A Reading from the Gospel according to Matthew 10:7-16 

Jesus said to the twelve, “As you go, proclaim the good news, ‘The kingdom of 
heaven has come near.’ Cure the sick, raise the dead, cleanse the lepers, 
cast out demons. You received without payment; give without payment. Take 
no gold, or silver, or copper in your belts, no bag for your journey, or two 
tunics, or sandals, or a staff; for laborers deserve their food. Whatever town or 
village you enter, find out who in it is worthy, and stay there until you leave. As 



you enter the house, greet it. If the house is worthy, let your peace come upon 
it; but if it is not worthy, let your peace return to you. If anyone will not 
welcome you or listen to your words, shake off the dust from your feet as you 
leave that house or town. Truly I tell you, it will be more tolerable for the land 
of Sodom and Gomorrah on the day of judgment than for that town. 
“See, I am sending you out like sheep into the midst of wolves; so be wise as 
serpents and innocent as doves.” 
Reader The Word of the Lord. 
People  Thanks be to God. 
 
The Apostles’ Creed  
Officiant and People together,  
I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth.  
I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord. He was conceived by the 
power of the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary.
